Different Kinds

A) Greek Theater

a. The earliest masks

b. Portrayed a completely different character, including emotions
c. To entertain, shock, or frighten an audience

B) Hockey Goalie

a. Protection from flying pucks

b. Continues to guard the goal without flinching
c. Newer ones paint their masks to intimidate their opponents 
C) Sniper

a. Completely conceals him

b. He is invisible to the world around him

c. He can move around and observe or even kill without being bothered or caught 
D) Scuba Diver

a. Allows the diver to go into a deadly, unnatural environment

b. Inside the mask they can breathe easily

c. Outside the environment wound normally kill them.
E) Doctor
a. Seems to protect him from the sickness of his patients
b. In reality, protects his patients from his sickness
c. It gives him the look of clean sterility, but really just hiding his sickness from others
Your Mask

What kind of mask do you have?

A) Performer

a. Attempt to make people like you or not like you
b. Allows you to distance your real self from others

c. Often from a poor self image (They wouldn’t like the real me.)

d. Prevents real intimacy

B) Tough Guy/Bad Girl

a. Allows you to ignore the hurt from the difficulties of life

b. Attempts to intimidate others so they will leave you alone

c. Often a defense caused by abuse

d. Pushes away those who could heal your hurts

C) Invisible Kid

a. Attempt to avoid all human contact and thus all conflict or pain

b. Allows you to hide from your own problems as much as those of others

c. Often a result of deep shame, poor self-image, or a past insult

d. Buries your true worth and potential so that God cannot use it

D) Worldly Christian

a. Attempt to “fit-in” in a world that hates your faith

b. Allows you to enjoy carnal pleasures and still have a ticket to heaven

c. Often the result of unchecked sin, lack of discipline, and a lustful heart

d. Ruins your witness for Christ and destroys Christianity in the eyes of your friends

E) Religious Snob

a. Attempt to look superior to your peers by hiding your faults

b. Allows you to feel good about yourself by looking down at others

c. Often due to pride, ignorance, or hidden shame

d. Prevents true repentance and intimacy with God while making Christians look bad

God Knows Your Mask
