The Sermon on the Mount – (3) Heavenly Rewards
What did we talk about last week? (Jesus and the Law)

What did you learn? (God is concerned about the spirit of the law more than the letter)
Last week we learned that God is much more interested in where your heart is than what you do.
Applies to doing wrong (last week) but also to doing right.
Matt 6:1-6
Remember the Pharisees? All their rules led them to be PROUD.

“Look how awesome I am!” 
“They have received their reward in full.” SO SAD!
Matt 6:16-18
“Look how I’m suffering for Jesus!” Just showing off. 
God is interested in HEART not ACTION. Are you focused on GOD or on YOURSELF?
Prayer, giving, serving, singing, everything. Where is your HEART?

Should you do these things? YES!!
But guard against PRIDE.

Your reward is IN HEAVEN, not attention from men.

Matt 6:19-21, 24 (6:21 – Memory verse!!)
Whom do you serve? God or…

Wealth, pleasure, comfort, attention?
This does not mean it’s a sin to have money!

It’s a sin to SERVE money rather than GOD!

Vs 21 – Where is your HEART??

Where does most of your money/energy/time go?

Is that your TREASURE? Or is GOD your treasure?

Matt 6:25, 28a, 31, 33-34 (Therefore means back up and see what it’s there for.)
Worry means your heart is in the wrong place!

Vs 33 – What are “all these things?” – NEEDS!

God knows your needs and meets them.

Needs != Wants

But, the closer you are to God, the less you want your wants.

WHERE IS YOUR HEART?
