The Sermon on the Mount – (4) The Narrow Road
What did we talk about last week? (Your “treasure,” worry, and where you heart is.)

What did you learn? (Good or bad, you heart is more important than your actions. God needs to be your highest priority. Worry means you don’t trust God to meet your needs.)
Matt 7:1-5
This passage is NOT about TOLERANCE! Our culture of tolerance is a dangerous LIE.
James 5:19-20 (If a brother is “wandering” it’s your job to bring him back!)
I Cor. 5 is all about correct judgment in the church. READ IT!
In Matt 7, Jesus is taking about HYPOCRACY.

How can I say you’re a bad person if I’m worse?
How can I point out your sin, when my sin is plain to see?
Before you can help a “wandering brother” (ala James 5), you must be right with God.
Matt 7:6 Now THAT is a weird verse. This directly relates to the previous passage.
You must be right with God to judge OTHER CHRISTIANS.

But judging non-Christians is a waste of time and can be dangerous.

They’re lost. Of course they are sinning. It’s all they know!
Be careful that you’re not driving a lost person further away from God.

So how do I fight the tolerance culture and avoid throwing pearls to the pigs?

Don’t let the tolerance culture make YOU tolerant of SIN in the Church or in your life.
Matt 7:13-14 God is NOT TOLERANT!
Jesus is the ONLY WAY. MOST PEOPLE are going to get it wrong. (More on this later.)

The easy way is the WRONG WAY. Almost always true.

It takes work to make sure you’re on the narrow road. (Study, pray, LISTEN.)

Matt 7:15-16, 19, 20 We must NOT be TOLERANT of bad teaching.

Why do I make sure you have your own Bible? So YOU can read it FOR YOURSELF.

How do you know I’m not lying to you?

Don’t take my word for it! Make sure you’re on the narrow road.
Matt 7:21-23 Scariest passage in the whole Bible! God is NOT TOLERANT!!!
Some people IN THE CHURCH will get it WRONG! Make sure you’re on the narrow road.
