Review: Bible – OT = Moses thru Malachi. NT = Apostles and their disciples. The Word is your Sword.
The Greek “ekklesia” means congregation or gathering. 
In one sense it is all believers (including OT saints). In another sense, it is a “Church Age” gathering.

“The Church” is “The community of all true believers for all time.”
No doubt, Church Age believers have perks (active Holy Spirit, the Word, assurance of Salvation).
What the Bible Says About The Church
Chosen by God
Jesus “builds” the church – Mathew 16:15-19 (Peter’s key – Catholic foundation)
Jesus died for the church – Ephesians 5:25
A Spiritual Congregation (Invisible Big C)
Not to be touched, seen or heard. Heavenly. As seen by God. All believers – Hebrews 12:18-19, 22-24
(Contrary to Roman Catholics. “Catholic” means the “universally accepted” or the one truth. Pope = Peter)
A Physical Congregation (Visible Little c)
Paul writes to “The church at…” Christ, in Revelation, speaks to “The church at…”

Glenview is a church. But only part of The Church.

The “church” contains unbelievers and must guard against false prophets! – 2 Timothy 2:16-19, Acts 20:28-30
Bride/Body of Christ

A Family
We are sons and daughters of God, adopted heirs – 2 Corinthians 6:18, Romans 8:15-17
Treat church members with the same love and respect as family members – 1 Timothy 5:1-2
