How did the time you spent glorify God and further His kingdom?
In eternity in Heaven, what value will you have gained from that time you spent?

America is the first culture in the history of the world that will, eventually, entertain itself to death.

The American Dream?

A couple worked hard, made a small fortune, and retired in their late 50’s. They were able to spend the next 30 years of their life playing softball, cruising in their yacht, and combing beaches to collect shells.
$Billions are spent to convince us that this is our ultimate goal - “The American Dream?”
Look at it in eternal context - Standing before God, “What have you done with your life?”

 “I have a couple of softball trophies and an awesome shell collection.”

Old saying:
No one has ever lay on their death bed wishing they'd spent more time at the office.
True… family and relationships > money and success BUT Seconds AFTER death, stand before God
“I'm so glad I spent my life eating dinner with my kids and watching G-rated TV and playing Wii sports.”
God's response … “Really? That's it?! When you could have been witnessing to your neighbor or showing your kids (by example) what it means to serve others for My glory, you were watching TV and playing Wii Tennis?!”
Your REAL Purpose (Magnify God)
Instead of devoting your life to success, wealth, and pleasure … “find the God centered, Christ exalting, Bible saturated passion of your life; find your way to live for it and die for it, you will make a difference that lasts; you will not waste your life.”
Magnifying Christ defined 

Whatever you love the most will be the source of your pride OR your shame.
Applause or Boos
Phil 1:20
Paul prayed that he would not be ashamed and that Christ would be exalted.

What Paul loved the most was glorifying God. If he was shamed it would be for failing to glorify God.
Paul magnified God.
Why are you a Christian?

Because Jesus died for you and you accept that. But WHY are YOU a Christian?

To avoid Hell and pain? 
To be forgiven and freed from uncomfortable guilt?
To receive God's blessings and enjoy a fuller life?

OR because you recognize that God created you to glorify Him and you want God to be glorified through your life?
Is it about God or is it about YOU? 
Let’s examine acts of love?

We magnify God through our actions. Four guys polishing their cars. (Or husband gets wife flowers)
1- Because to him appearance is key. He would be ashamed to be seen in a dirty car. (Pride)
2- To get a good arm workout to feel better about himself. (Personal Gratification)
3- Because the paint will last longer and the car will retain its value. (Utilitarian)
4- Because he loves his car. (True Love)
When you love someone, you do nice things for them. But why?
1- To show off how good you are. (Pride)
2- To get something in return. (Personal Gratification)
3- Just because you’re supposed to. (Utilitarian)
4- To magnify the object of your love? To meet their needs. To please them. (True Love)
You’d better make sure it’s #4, or else your relationship is built on selfishness!!
The same goes for your relationship w/ God. Why do you read/pray/serve? (1, 2, 3, 4)
